What is Accessible Locking?

Accessible locking concentrates on three main areas, providing unhindered access to the cylinder keyway and
cylinder thumbturn, eliminating the need to form a grip and the need to rotate the wrist and providing leverage
to significantly reduce the force that needs to be applied.

With these objectives in mind, the illustrations below show examples of traditional solutions and how they differ
from Securefast Accessible Solutions.

The Laws

Disability Discrimination Act (DDA):1995

This Act introduced measures aimed at ending discrimination against those with special needs. The act is split

into 3 sections;

Part | Deals with the definition of disability
Part II Covers duties to avoid discrimination in employment
Part 1l Is concerned with the access to goods and services and is divided into three separate areas:

Dec 1996 - Treating a disabled person less favourably because they are disabled is unlawful

Oct 1999 - Service providers have had to consider making reasonable adjustments to the way they
deliver their services so that those with a disability can use them

Oct 2004 - Service providers have to consider making permanent physical adjustments to their

premises

This guide provides further assistance in the specification of hardware
for those with special needs.

Extracts that are particularly relevant when selecting locking hardware

"To ensure that people with impaired vision and/or dexterity
have unobstructed access to the keyway, the cylinder
should either be above the lever handle or the minimum
distance between the handle and the keyway of the locking
mechanism should be 72mm."

"Wherever possible, door opening furniture with lever action
should be used as door furniture with a spherical, circular
or similar design is difficult to use by people with, for
instance, arthritis or a weak grip."

"Consideration should be given to the provision of a larger
keybow on lever and cylinder keys to give users greater
control. Alternatively, a hand-grippable keyfob can be added
to a standard keybow, to aid manipulation of the key."

It is recommended that the distance between the edge of
the door to the centreline of the lock follower and/or keyway
(commonly known as the lock backset) should be a
minimum of 54mm.

BS EN 1634-1:2000 'Fire resistance tests for doors and shutter Assemblies -
Part 1: Fire doors and shutters'

Two specimens of single-acting, single leaf doorsets incorporating the Securefast Accessible lock, Securefast cylinders and
other various items of building hardware were tested against EN 1634-1:2000. The Securefast Accessible lock and Securefast
cylinders were successful for the test duration of 4 hours (steel uninsulated doorsets) and 1 hour (timber doorsets).

The following Securefast Accessible items were included:

222 mortice sashlock, 212 mortice deadlock, 303 mortice latch, 393 emergency nightlatch, 353 double nightlatch and
323 deadlocking nightlatch

CE Marking

CE marking is set out in the Construction Products Directive and is placed onto the UK market by the Government through
the Construction Product Regulations 1991. CE is also endorsed by the Building Regulations Part M.

It is of significance for hardware products in relation to Fire and Escape situations.

For a product to be CE marked (where compliance has to be demonstrated on the product or the packaging) the product
has met the following requirements:

e Successfully tested to the relevant EN performance standard i.e. BS EN 12209:2003

* Has been successful in a fire resistance test to BS EN 1634-1:2000

¢ The factory in which the product is produced has been approved by a regulatory authority
¢ The manufacturer satisfactorily maintains a programme of audit testing

Whilst the preceding details describe the most appropriate method of achieving CE marking, other routes may be used
including self-certification.

The Construction Products Directive mandated that by the end of 2004 that locks could be CE marked and further mandated
that products in Escape and Fire situations must be CE marked by December 2005.
